One of the questions that you probably asked yourself several times may have been, "How do I get 
started in an Online Business?" It's a great question, but one that usually causes more confusion than 
answers.

So if you're doing any kind of business online, or trying to establish one, then you know that it isn't as 
easy as most 'guru's' say it is. Depending on who you listen to or what articles you read it can be as 
hard or easy as you want it to be. It may seem hard, but it doesn't necessarily have to be as hard as it 
seems either.
 
One of the main concerns, and rightly so, is that of getting visitors to your new or established website. 
You know it seems there are almost as many ways to drive traffic to your site, advertise, promote and 
market it as there are "gurus" on the net. Unfortunately not all the "secret methods, strategies, tactics or 
systems" are created equal. Some are frought with flaws while, some just plain don't work or require lots 
of time to use while others are "black hat" methods and products that could end up getting your site 
banned from the search engines altogether. And being that search engines can provide sites with up to 
60% of their traffic you really don't want to have that happen.
 
So what does work?
 
If you don't know what to do or you're just plain confused the best thing, and not to mention the thing that 
has made all successful websites successful, is getting back to basics (that is if you've strayed away 
from the basics in the first place or never got around to them) and focus on the methods that will help 
your site become one of the real success stories online.
 
Obviously, if your web site isn't getting any traffic, you're not generating any sales. But worse -- without 
traffic, you can't test the key components of your sales process... 
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And if you roll out a large traffic campaign BEFORE you've tested your web site to make sure it converts 
maximum visitors into buyers, you risk losing sales and looking unprofessional to potential business 
partners and affiliates.

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Section One - 8 Steps to A Successful Traffic 
Campaign
 
 

Step One

Get the traffic you need to test your web site -- fast! 
_________________________________________________________________________________

 

When I talk about testing with new Internet business owners, I hear the same two questions all the time: 
 

  1. How do I test my site? 
  2. What do I test on my site? 
 

As you may already know, there are an infinite number of things you can test on your web site to 
increase sales. From layout to copy to design, there are limitless combinations of changes that may 
improve your visitor-to-sale conversion rate. 
 

But what's "enough" when you're just starting out? 
 

What elements should you focus on testing before rolling out your traffic campaign? 
 

My advice is to stick to the basics. Focus on testing your... 
 

 1  - Salescopy (especially your headline, benefits, guarantee, and call to action). 
 

 2 - Order process (Is it simple enough for a novice web user to place an order?) 
 

 3 - Opt-in offer (Are you successfully capturing visitors' contact information?) 
 

 4 - Site navigation (How many clicks does it take to buy?  Ideally it should take less than three. 
 
Those are the four critical aspects of your sales process that need to be tested before you start driving 
traffic.

Later on, once you've generated sales and have some steady traffic, you can move on to testing other 
parts of your web site. 

Of course, all this talk of testing your new web site raises one BIG question: How can you test without 
traffic? If you're just getting started, chances are good that your web site doesn't get much traffic yet. 
 
The solution is simple and relatively inexpensive: Buy traffic through PPC search engines. (if you need 
FREE resources then check Section II and also the resources page at the end of this ebook)

Pay-per-click search engines are a lot like auctions -- they allow you to bid for top-ranking positions 
under keywords of your choice. 
 

For each visitor who searches the keyword(s) you bid on and then clicks through to your web site, you 
pay whatever you bid. Prices typically range from five cents to a few dollars per click-through for popular 
keywords. 
 

There are a ton of PPC search engines out there, but the two best ones to get started with are... 
 

  1. Yahoo Search Marketing (Formerly Overture.com) 
 

  2. Findwhat.com
 

With PPC search engines, you get cheap, instant, qualified traffic -- provided you bid on targeted 
keywords. Not only that, but bidding on traffic in the PPC search engines can help your site get ranked 
in the free search engines, too! 
 

Here are a couple of tips to help you start bidding for traffic without breaking the bank: 
 

  1. In Yahoo Search Marketing, bid to appear in the top three 
     listings whenever possible, since these results are also 
     "pushed" to appear in the search results for MSN, Yahoo, 
     AltaVista, InfoSpace, AlltheWeb and NetZero -- reaching 
     80% of Internet users!
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 2. Bid on targeted, descriptive keywords -- don't just bid on 
     "sock," bid on "red wool sock." Not only are targeted 
     keywords and phrases usually cheaper to bid on -- they'll 
     also attract more qualified potential buyers. 
     
     Use a keyword selection tool like Wordtracker -- 
     http://www.WordTracker.com -- to research targeted 
     keywords that attract maximum traffic for minimal 
     cost-per-click! 
 

After you've tested and tweaked your web site with a limited amount of purchased traffic, it's time to start 
generating qualified traffic for your site on a bigger scale. 
 

But how do you go from some traffic to a ton of traffic? 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step Two

Get cheap traffic quickly with PPC advertising! 
__________________________________________________________________________________

 

Once you've tested your site with limited PPC traffic, the fastest way to ramp up traffic to your web site is 
to roll out a PPC campaign on a bigger scale. 
 

Obviously, you should start with Yahoo Search Marketing and Findwhat, as mentioned above. But here 
are some more PPC engines to consider bidding with as you increase your investment: 
 

  - Kanoodle 
 
  - Enhance Interactive   
 
  - LookSmart    
 
  - Espotting  (for the UK & Europe) 
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This is also a great time to get started with Google AdWords  
-- Google's own PPC contender: 
 

You get instant traffic -- with no waiting! As soon as you put the money down on your keywords, your ad 
goes up and starts working for you! 

 
 
 
 
Step Three 

Get FREE traffic from search engines like Google! 
__________________________________________________________________________________

 

Now that you've bid on keywords for a strong showing in the PPC search engines, it's time to tackle the 
organic search engines and directories! 
 

Search engines (like Google) and directories (like Yahoo) can still be great sources of free traffic for 
your web site. The trick is getting a competitive ranking for your best keywords. 
 

The first step in getting a top ranking in the search engines is submitting or suggesting your site to them. 
In 
other words, you have to provide them with details about your site! 
 

You want to make sure that the "spiders" -- automated programs that crawl the Web indexing sites for 
the search engines -- find your site and include it in the search results. 
 

While the spiders DO index sites and pages that have not been submitted, you certainly don't want to 
leave this to chance. A spider might find your web site and index it next week... or it might be two years 
before it finally happens. 
 

Take the time to submit your site, and you can be sure that you're included! Once your site has been 
submitted, expect it to take two to six weeks for your listing to appear. 
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Every search engine has a slightly different process for site submission, and it pays to follow their 
guidelines. For example, there is a fee to list your site in the directory at Yahoo, but Google does not 
charge for their submission process. 
 

If you submit your site exactly as they ask, you stand a better chance of getting a good listing on the first 
page of search results. 
 

To submit or suggest your site to the major engines, follow the simple instructions they provide: 
 

  - For Google: http://www.google.com/addurl/?continue=/addurl 
 

  - For Yahoo Directory: http://docs.yahoo.com/info/suggest  
 

  - For Yahoo Search: http://submit.search.yahoo.com  
 

  - For MSN: http://search.msn.com/docs/submit.aspx  
 

  - For AOL, submit your site to the Open Directory Project, which uses ODP data: 
http://dmoz.org/add.html 
 

And don't bother with companies that offer to submit your web site to the search engines. Since each 
search engine uses a different set of criteria to rank your site, free submission services can actually end 
up doing more harm than good, since they submit the same information to all the engines. 
 
 
 
 
 
Step Four

 Give away irresistible free content for priceless publicity! 
_________________________________________________________________________________

Believe it or not, a really easy, frequently undervalued strategy for getting traffic is giving away free 
content to other web sites. Even just two or three well-written articles can generate truckloads of traffic, 
as long as they don't contain a sales pitch.

You want to include rare, hard-to-get information that will lend your articles automatic value: the kind of 
information that establishes you as an expert in your field! 
 

Once you've finished, write a short bio paragraph about you and your business and place it at the end of 
your article along with (and this is the most important part!) a link to your site.
 

E-mail other web site owners in your industry -- be sure to choose sites that receive attention and visits 
from your target market -- and invite them to use your article on their web site or in their newsletter at 
absolutely no cost.
 

Many site owners need fresh content, so they'll be more than happy to post your articles -- and it won't 
be long before those articles start driving traffic back to your web site. 
 

Another option is to give away your articles through free content web sites like: 
 

  - http://www.ezinearticles.com 
 

  - http://www.freesticky.com  
 

Your articles will be made automatically available to thousands of web site owners seeking free, quality 
content -- and all you have to do is submit your articles once! 
 

This was the key strategy that Maria Gracia put to work with her home organization site at 
http://www.GetOrganizedNow.com. She exchanged great free articles for links on high-traffic sites and 
got tons of free exposure and traffic. Now she gets over 1 million visitors per year and earns a 60% 
profit 
margin! 
 

Don't underestimate the power of giving away free content. And as your articles gain more exposure, 
don't be surprised if you're contacted by high-profile magazine and portal sites related to your industry 
looking for free articles to include on their sites, too! 
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Step Five

 Get FREE "word-of-mouth" publicity using viral marketing! 
_________________________________________________________________________________

Imagine a marketing strategy so simple that you could put it to work immediately -- without spending a 
dime -- walk away from it, and trust that it would keep working without any extra effort from you. 
 

That's what viral marketing is all about. Simply defined, viral marketing enables you to spread your 
marketing message like a virus. You encourage people to pass on information about your web site to 
one another and use that word-of-mouth publicity to advertise your business! 
 

Once you start the "virus," it spreads without you lifting a finger! 
 

Hotmail.com, the free web-based e-mail service provider, is a classic example of viral marketing. At the 
bottom of every single Hotmail e-mail sent by Hotmail members, there is a simple one-line message:
 

  Get your free, private e-mail from MSN at http://www.hotmail.com 
 

How much time do you think it took Hotmail to include that signature line as part of their e-mail service? 
Not much at all -- but look at the impact that this simple strategy had on the growth of their business. 
 

In my personal experience, more than 35% of e-mail users have Hotmail accounts! 
 

You can easily duplicate this strategy by doing something as simple as including a "pass it on link" at 
the end of a free newsletter. 
 

Something as simple as... 
 

  "If you've enjoyed this article, please be sure to forward it to a friend!" 
 

By simply asking readers to take action and forward your newsletter, you'll prompt free "word of mouth" 
exposure for your business -- without any extra cost or hassle! 
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And there's no limit to how far your message can travel! 
 

So how do you put viral marketing to work for you? Here are a few simple ideas: 
 

  - Give away free articles (like the ones in Step Four!) with a "pass it on" link. 
 

  - Give away free demos of your product. 
 

  - Offer a free trial of your service with a "share this great resource" button on the page. 
 

  - Hold a contest on your web site and give participants an extra entry for every friend they refer. 
 

  - Start an affiliate program (see Step Seven!). 
 

As you can see, you don't need to be the next Hotmail to get started with viral marketing -- by simply 
encouraging people to "share this resource with friends," you can attract some great "word-of-mouth" 
traffic. 
 
 
 
 
 
Step Six

 Get FREE links on other high-traffic web sites! 
_________________________________________________________________________________

 
Link requests require minimal effort from you, but they can absolutely explode your traffic numbers 
overnight. How? If your site is a featured link on a major site in your industry -- one that receives a ton of 
attention -- your site immediately benefits from all the exposure their site receives! 
 

Getting started with this strategy is simple, but you should follow a standard process every time you 
request a link. Let's break it down into a few easy steps: 

  1. Do a Google search for your standard keywords -- the ones 
     that people generally use to find your site. 
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  2. Make detailed notes about the sites that appear regularly 
     in the top ten listings for your major keywords. 
 

  3. Use the Alexa Toolbar at http://www.alexa.com 
     LinkPopularity at http://www.linkpopularity.com  or 
     Technorati at http://www.technorati.com  to find out who 
     these sites are linking to, who is linking to them, and 
     how much traffic they are receiving, then look up their 
     contact information. 
 

  4. Make sure you know the correct URL for the site, the URL 
     of the sub-page on which you want your link to appear, the 
     name of the site owner or webmaster, the date you last 
     visited their site, and a brief description of the 
     contents of the site. 
 

When you're ready to contact these web site owners and request a link, write a personal e-mail -- don't 
use form letters. 
 

Be sure to include some positive comments about their site, information about you and your site (along 
with your URL), an explanation of why a link to you would benefit them, and instructions for contacting 
you to get started! 
 

You want your request to be thorough and professional. If you can present a persuasive argument for 
why the link request benefits both of you, you stand a better chance of forging a connection. 
 

If you are really eager to get your link on their site, be prepared to up the ante by offering them a 
commission or a link on your site in return. The investment could be well worth the extra exposure your 
marketing message receives. 
 

But be stingy when other businesses request links on your site -- just as links on other sites serve as a 
personal recommendation of your site, links on your site are recommendations for their businesses. 
Only recommend the best!  Okay, now let's talk about the ultimate linking strategy...
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Step Seven

Get 1,000s of web sites to promote your business -- FREE! 
__________________________________________________________________________________

Imagine hundreds, even thousands, of web sites promoting your product or service... and all this great 
exposure doesn't cost you a DIME unless someone refers a paying customer. You can do this with 
what's called an affiliate program. 
 

Affiliate programs (also referred to as "reseller" or "associate" programs) are a great way to get other 
people called "affiliates" to promote your product or service for you. 
 

For every paying customer your affiliates refer to your web site, you pay them a commission. And since 
you only pay when you make money -- it's extremely low risk! 
 

Your affiliates send visitors to your web site using banner ads, text links, letters of referral, and so on, 
while you track these referrals using special software. It's an extremely powerful way to grow your 
business because it automates your traffic generation. 
 

To get started with your own affiliate program, you need to...
 

  - Set your commissions. (To keep your affiliates motivated, 
    you should pay them 40% to 50% of your profits per sale.) 
    
  - Get software to track the traffic and sales of your 
    affiliates so you know what to pay them -- check out:  
    http://www.MarketingTips.com/assoctrac   
    
  - Provide your affiliates with tools they can use to promote 
    your products (like e-mails, banners, etc.). 
    
  - Recruit your affiliates! (Look for sites that target your 
    market, and invite them to become affiliates.)
 

Affiliate programs are an ideal way to automate your traffic generation because other people market 
your web site for you -- and you don't lift a finger. 
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Your sales increase on a daily basis -- but they do all the selling for you, and it doesn't cost you a dime 
until they send you paying customers. 
 

Now, for the final step, let's talk about what you need to do to keep your traffic coming back to your site 
again and again. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step Eight

 Use e-mail marketing to attract repeat visitors! 
_________________________________________________________________________________

 

Getting lots of traffic to your site is great, but if you aren't collecting the contact information (i.e. names 
and e-mail addresses) of visitors, you'rewasting every single click! 
 

If visitors leave your site without buying your product, there's a good chance they won't ever be back -- 
and you'll have absolutely no way of following up with them! 
 

Remember: It can take up to seven points of contact to make a single sale, so you'll want to begin 
collecting visitors' contact information from day one using an opt-in form on your homepage!
 

Here are some ideas for e-mails you could send in case you need an excuse to follow up with your 
opt-in subscribers:
 

  - Monthly or bi weekly newsletters with tons of tips and info 
 

  - Free reports on a variety of topics that your market would 
    appreciate
    
  - Answers to common questions people ask about your product 
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  - Offers for products similar or complementary to ones you 
    may have already offered them
 

  - Free product trials that give potential customers a taste 
    of what you have to offer 
 

  - A "downgrade" offer for a product that is less expensive 
    or robust than your featured offer 
 

Following up with the addresses you gather is quick, easy, and simple with e-mail management and 
automation software. 
 

You can create e-mails called "autoresponders" that potential customers receive automatically, as soon 
as they opt in on your site -- within seconds -- no matter what time of day it is, or whether you're even at 
your desk! 
 

That's right -- as soon as your visitors opt in, they start hearing from you on a regular basis without the 
stress of writing a ton of e-mails to individual addresses. This is a process you can put on autopilot from 
the very beginning!

Final thoughts 
__________________________________________________________________________________

In this section, I've shown you how to get past the biggest hurdle faced by new web site owners -- finding 
traffic to test your sales process and maximize your visitor-to-sale conversion rate before launching your 
web site. 
 
I've also provided you with a 10,000-foot overview of the steps involved in rolling out a traffic campaign 
that will quickly ramp up visitors to your new or growing web site.
 
First, I recommended that you start with a PPC campaign, because it generates instant traffic and sales 
for your web site at a low cost, provided you follow the bidding tips I shared here.
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Next, I recommended that you submit your web site to the "organic" search engines and directories like 
Google and Yahoo, which can be a great source of unlimited FREE traffic, provided your listing appears 
on the first page of search results for your top keywords.
 

From there, the three traffic strategies you'll probably want to tackle are... 
 

  1. Giving away free content to get free links (and traffic) 
     from other web sites that target your market.
     
  2. Using "recommend this to a friend" links in your 
     newsletters and on your web site to get free "word-of- 
     mouth" publicity (viral marketing)
     
  3. Request links from high-traffic web sites, so you can 
     piggy-back their top search engine rankings!
 

Finally, we briefly discussed how you can start an affiliate program to exponentially grow your business 
by recruiting an army of affiliates who will promote your business on every corner of the Web, with 
absolutely no risk to you -- because you don't pay them a DIME unless they send you a paying customer!
 

Obviously, we've covered a LOT of ground in this article... So I think it's only fair I point out that, before 
you dive into ANY of these strategies, you'll need to do a bit more reading and research on each of 
these topics.
 

For example, there's NO WAY I could cover everything you need to know about PPC campaigns and 
search engine submission in this short article given that we've spent over 70 pages on these subjects 
alone in our "Insider Secrets to Marketing Your Business on the Internet" course. 
 

And another 60 pages is devoted entirely to "How to Start Your Own Affiliate Program"...

There are many other aspects to driving traffic to your website. We've covered PPC in the previous 
section.

What are the Big 3?
 
 
1 - Content for your site. Not just any content but highly relevant content for your visitors (and spiders).
2 - Linking
3 - SEO (Search Engine Optimization)
 
 
Before we delve into the different areas of this section you may want to first ask yourself these two 
questions.

  1. What business are you really in?
  2. What do people really want from your website?
 
If you have those two things figured out then the rest of what we cover will make more sense and help 
you reach the goals you've set for yourself and your online business. If you're still trying to think things

Here's something to keep in mind when you are putting together your website and deciding what it is 
you want to sell from your online business.It's a short article that summarizes a basic marketing premise 
used by all master copywriters to influence potential customers.

Fear of Loss vs. Desire for Gain

Most people are more highly motivated to prevent a loss than they are to realize a gain. To illustrate the 
point, master marketer Gary Bencivenga cited this experiment:

Two groups of homeowners were asked two different questions about a particular energy-saving 
system.

The first group was asked: "Did you know that you could save an extra 75 cents a day by implementing 
this system?"

The second group was asked: "Did you know that it would cost you 75 cents a day if you don't 
implement this system?"

Which homeowners were then more eager to actually purchase the system? Those in the second group 
- by a wide margin. Why? Because the question they were asked directly tapped into their fear of loss.

Now let's get started....

 

1. Content Is Still King....!

Thanks to Google content is still king and probably will remain so for, well, probably forever. And that's a 
good thing because when I'm online I'm looking for quality information relevant to the subject I'm looking 
into. I don't want to be sent to a website simply because someone has figured out how to trick the SE's 
into popping their sales website for "stiock market books" into the category for literary classic books.

Ugh...Why would you want to rank high for a keyword that's not related to your website's content? Not 
only a disappointment but also a waste of my time but also the website owners time, not to mention their 
online reputaion.

When it comes to publishing on the web, smart marketers know that it's still all about good quality 
content. The fact that your site sells a product or service typically just isn't enough to spur the interest of 
highly-competitive search engines. 
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The best content is Free content that is relative to your site, and you should relize that there is a lot of it 
just waiting for you to find and use it on your site. When you archive tens or hundreds or (if you're really 
ambitious) thousands of keyword specific articles related to your website, you stand to provide SE 
spiders with the "food" that will surely get you indexed and send a flood of visitors to your site..

There are a couple of ways for you to use free content. 

One way is to gather it into a directory, such as an article directory or a content archive on your website 
and then link to it from your home page. 

Why a link from your home page?

We'll go into this in detail a little later but basically search engines that send out spiders generally find 
your home page and then spider the links located on it. You want to let the SE's spiders know that you 
have a lot of great content relative to your site available for visitors to see and read.

Another way to use free content is to create mini-themes throughout your website with links pointing to 
related content pages. Doing this adds depth to your site and lets the search engines know that you 
have quality, well organized information for your visitors.

Where can you get free content?

The net is alive with Free Content providers. Here are a few where you can find great content:

http://ezinearticles.com
Thousands of articles available online

http://www.goarticles.com 
Article directory that is searchable by keywords.

http://www.freesticky.com
A lot more free content besides articles.

http://www.selfseo.com
Content, articles,webmaster tools, article submissions and more.

The only drawback to using these sites is that it takes a lot of time going to each of them and searching 
for the content you want for your site. Some even require a membership for the privelege of searching 
there archives.

Locating content is just the first step in the process of providing it on your site. You're going to need a 
system for adding it to yours. I'm going to give you a step-by-step process right now that you can follow. 
How many articles you're able to add to your site depends on your determination and the amount of time 
you have available.
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 <>-------------------------------------------------------------------------------------<>
A great shortcut that will save you a lot of time, money and frustration, 
and a piece of software I use on all my sites, can be found here. I've used 
this to add 100's of articles in a matter of minutes - all fresh and relevant 
content that the search engines love. Take A Look Here

Here's a step-by-step process to add content to your site:

1. Create a *template page* to add your articles to and save it to a folder on your hard drive.

2. Go to one of the article directories, search for articles you want and then copy them (one at a time) to 
your clipboard.

3. Paste the articles into word pad or, if you prefer to work directly from your html editor, to a copy of 
your template and save each to a folder on your hard drive.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 until you have enough articles for the session to satisfy you.

5. Once you have the articles saved to you template (You should have as many webpages as you have 
articles)  It's best to save the pages with a shortened version of the article title. For example if an article 
was titled "Dog grooming for wire haired terries with brown fur" You could save it as something like 
dog_goom_terriers.html 

6. Upload the pages to your article or content directory. NOTE - If you don't know how to set up an article 
directory see my article on that subject here. It will give you the basic idea.

* Note About Your Template Page *

Your template page for your article directory is very important. It's not only relevant content but also the 
door to your other web pages which contain your products or services you offer. Always have links on 
your template page that at least guides your visitor to one or more of your offers, after all you do want to 
make money from your site, right?

OK, let's move on....

2.1.2 RSS Feeds For Content

 
One of the most advanced methods of providing up-to-date relevant content for your siote is to 
incorporate RSS feeds into your webpages. 
 
You can do this by hand or by using software that automates this process. Here's a basic view of what 
you can do to add it to your webpages in a relatively short time.
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The most efficient way to start is to create a template page that you preset the codes and links into. You 
can then locate cvarious feeds relevant to your websites content to place in your template pages. Save 
each one and upload to your site. Make sure they'ree linked so the search engines can find them easily.
 
So where can you find RSS feeds to place on your webpages?
 
Well it's easier than you think. Let's Yahoo...!
 
Yahoo RSS feed Search Link:

1 - Once you're there go to the middle of the page and enter the keywords you want to find feeds for into 
the search box.
2 - Click submit button. This will send you to a new page with the feed for your keywords.
3 - Now copy the link from the topbar
4 - Go to http://www.rss-info.com/en_rssinclude-simple.html site and paste url you copied from the 
topbar into the form 
5 - Select Iframe (this format is readable by the SE's)
6 - Change all bg colors to white
7 - Click the button that says "Create HTML"
8 - Scroll down to where you see " To integrate this feed into your website, please copy the following 
HTML code into your page:"
9 - Right click inside the small box and click "Select All"
10 - Right click again and select "Copy"

You now have the html code to insert into your webpage which will give you relevant content for your site. 
Paste the code into whatever page contains the keyword you've selected the feed for.

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2. Linking - Reciprocal and Backlinks

Reciprocal linking seems like its been around for generations, well it might be for some of you younger 
folks. One thing for sure is that it is still an integral part of Google's ranking criteria along with the number 
of backlinks you have to your site.

Linking has been and still is a viabkle way to bring traffic to your site(s). I don't believe it will ever be 
discounted by the major search engines. I've included the following information in the next few 
paragraphs to help you get a view of how important linking is and will continue to be especially given 
Googles patent application for the technology they apply to website rankings.

Many webmasters are unsure if too many links can hurt their web site rankings. Others think that links to 
a brand-new site might be a spam indicator. How many links are good for a web site? Should you wait 
before getting links to your site? Too many links? What's the problem?

It's no secret that Google heavily relies on the number of links and their anchor texts to determine the 
ranking of a web site. However, Google's recently filed patent indicates that Google might also use 
historical information to determine the value of links.

Google reveals the details

The patent specification indicates that Google might record the discovery date of a link and its anchor 
text and the link changes over time. Google might also record the life span of a link and the speed at 
which a new web site gets links.

Google also seems to monitor the rate at which new links to a web page appear and disappear. They 
also monitor the growth rates of links as well as the link growth of similar documents.

What does this mean to you?

Google doesn't expect that new web sites have a large number of links. If a new web site gets many new 
links, this will be tolerated if some of the links are from authorative sites. 

Google's patent specification indicates that it is better if link growth remains constant and slow. You 
should vary your anchor texts as much as possible to make sure that your links look natural. Burst link 
growth may be a strong indicator of search engine spam for Google.

How to build links to your web site without getting penalized

You shouldn't go for one-shot solutions when building links to your site. If you participate in quick link 
exchange schemes or buy links to your web site so that you get many links at once, changes are that 
Google will consider this spamming.

When you exchange links with other web sites, do it slowly and constantly. 
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Invest some time every week to build the links to your site and vary the texts that point to your site. Make 
sure that the links to your site contain keywords that are related to your site and vary the link texts. 

Free Link Popularity Checking Software

If you want to check the number of links to your site then download this free utility that allows you to check 
any website as many times as you want. You can use it hourly, daily, etc. Use it to monitor your own links 
and develop a linking campaign.

It's an ideal tool to help you with this task Downwload it here.

Secrets of Reciprocal Linking Strategies - Revealed 
by Ed Duvall 

Whether you're new to the internet or a seasoned online marketer, developing a plan to increase the 
number of reciprocal links back to your website can help you bring more highly targeted traffic to your 
website as well as improve your ranking in the search engines.

Link popularity is an increasing important criteria for better search engine ranking. So the better your 
popularity, the better your ranking. You may be thinking that you'll lose traffic to your website if you link to 
other websites. Sure, that can and will happen, but you should gain as many or more NEW visitors that 
would not have visited your site.

Keep in mind that in addition to more visitors from linking with other sites that compliment yours, that 
another big benefit is a potential increase in your websites' Search Engine positioning. As an online 
business owner you realize that their are a variety of advertising and web promotion techniques you 
have available to you. Linking to other websites is a well know but little used tool that can produce 
significant traffic for your website as long as it is done properly.

Understanding how to link to other sites is as important as any advertising you do. The time and energy 
you put into developing links to your business can pay off for weeks, months, even years to come!

**First Rule of Linking**

"Know Thy Self" or at least know what you want to accomplish on line, whether it's selling products or 
services of your own or as an affiliate, distributing or disseminating information on the Internet or even 
just having your own personal webpages.
 
Unfortunately what I see all of the time are people who end up jumping around from one program, or 
provider or afiiliate program after the other without any focus on what exactly they want to accomplish, 
other than make money online, etc.
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Now, not later, is the time to look into exactly what you want your website focus to be. Decide what 
primary category(s) your website will fit into and what secondary or peripheral sites will compliment it. 
Once you've decided your focus you'll be well on your way to using reciprocal linking strategies 
successfully.

**Second Rule of Linking**

"Know What Kind of Websites Will Compliment Yours". There's been a lot written about how to choose 
websites to link to. You want to keep focused on your target market and make the majority of your links 
relevant to your site and its content. 

But I think one thing that often gets overlooked is the fact that people all around the world have diverse 
interests and although they may be looking for specific information, etc on one day doesn't eliminate 
them from clicking on a link to a website that is totally different from what they wanted to look at 
yesterday. They may not be targeted to your website but their peripheral interest may bring them to you.

You would be surprised to find the information you may be searching for on a website that compliments 
yours but does not directly compete with you. It happens all of the time. This is where your list of primary 
and secondary categories for your website will help you decide what webmasters you want to contact to 
set a reciprocal link with.

**Third Rule of Linking**

"Know who is Linking to Your Website". You can do this very easily by going online to 
www.linkpopularity.com It's FREE. There's no strings attached and it's quick and easy. Usually it doesn't 
take more than 2-3 minutes to check your website links. 

You may find that you have several links back to you that you didn't know about, some you like and 
maybe one or two you don't. The next thing you might want to do to help you narrow your focus is to view 
a comparison of your site's link popularity to your competitors and other popular websites at 
http://64.232.113.195/publinkpop/. 

**Enough With The Rules Already** 

Before you go contacting webmasters, now would be a good time to set up your Main Links page on 
your website. On this page you are going to describe how a webmaster can add their link to your Links 
Pages. You can call this Favorite Links, Personal Links or something similar. 

Basically anything that lets visitors know you have a Quality links page available. Your Main Links Page 
should have several categories for visitors to choose from. Each category should link to a separate 
page on your site where the category links can be viewed. Remember to set each link so that it opens in 
a new window when a visitor clicks on it because you don't want them leaving your site altogether and 
forget where they started out from.

On this page you'll invite your visitors to apply for the privelege of linking to you. Why should they have to 
apply? Because you want to screen their website to be sure it doesn't directly compete with yours and 
that it also compliments yours in some way. You can see my links page at www.cashway.com . Just click 
on the Resource Links at the top of the page.
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You also want to indicate to your visitors that a reciprocal link back from their website is a requirement 
for obtaining a link on this page. Those who are serious about Reciprocal Linking will understand and 
be willing to place a link on their page.

Why not just use a FFA website and link to 1,000's or millions of webpages?

FFA pages play a small role in your advertising but they shouldn't be included in a Reciprocal Linking 
strategy because people rarely see the FFA sites or the messages and the Search Engines don't 
recognize them in their criteria for determining link popularity. It's best to stay away from them as a way 
to develop reciprocal links for your website. 

**Contacting Webmasters**

Again the best webmasters to contact are the ones whose websites compliment yours in some way. 
How do you find the sites and contact the webmasters?
 
The simplest way is to go to one of the major search engines, enter in the terms that describes websites 
you want to link to and let the search engine bring up the lists for you. You can get several hundred email 
address just by visiting these sites and contacting the webmaster.

It is always best to send a short email to the webmaster introducing yourself and stating the reason 
you're contacting them. You may want to give the information for them to add your link to their Link Page 
or simply start a dialog to see if there is a mutual interest in linking.

For best results I like to find websites that compliment mine, then add them to an appropriate link page 
and then send the website owner a personal email telling them I liked their site, have added it to my 
Quality Links page and ask if they would link back to my website. 

I also like to tell them of some of the benefits of Reciprocal Linking and even go as far as helping them 
set up their own page if they don't have a good quality links page. Some will link back to you and some 
won't. If they don't simply delete the link.

Implementing a reciprocal linking strategy does take time and effort, but it is easily manageable. 
Combined with an overall web promotion strategy it can be a powerful way for you to develop relevant, 
targeted traffic to your web pages as well as help to increase your websites overall position in the 
search engines.

Now What About Those.....

 
 

 Backlinks
 
 
As you know one of the most important criteria for a top search engine ranking is is other websites 
linking to yours. And that can be accomplished by using backlinks.

 
Just what are backlinks anyways?
 
Backlinks are the inbound links that point to a specific web page. Backlinks are important for search 
engine optimization because some search engines, especially Google, give more credit to websites 
that have a good number of quality backlinks pointing to your main page or other important pages on 
your site. 
 
Sites with better backlink counts usually rank better in the search engines.
 
How do I get backlinks?
 
First you may want to find out how many backlinks you have pointing to your site. You can do this in one 
of 2 ways.
 
1 - Use this Free web based search utility to find how many backlinks are pointing to your site:
http://www.digitalpoint.com/tools/backlinks/
 
This is a completely free utility can be used to check search engines for the number of back links to any 
specific URL over time, which as you probably know is critical when doing search engine optimization. 
 
You will need to create a Free account in order to use this program.
 
OR...
 
2 - Download this Free utility that you can run from your desktop Click here to download.
 
No matter how you get inbound links to your site, you need a tool to monitor and control the status of the 
links - if they still point to your website, what anchor text do these backlinks have and so on.

Of course, you can check the status of the inbound and reciprocal links yourself, by hand. But it is a huge 
time-saver to use BackLinks Master instead. 
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BackLinks Master helps you find who is linking to you, is this link direct or goes thru JavaScript and what 
keywords does it have in anchor text.

BackLinks Master is a free back links checking software. You can download it here:
http://www.cleverstat.com/backlinks-software.htm
 
Now if you don't want to use this software you can always check for backlinks to your site the old 
fashioned way, and unfortunately, the time consuming way. But it's still a fairly accurate way to get some 
feedback on your particular situation.
 
Below is a list of SE's and how to manually check for backlinks.
 
Google:
 
Go to Google and in the search box enter the following query - remember to use your actual domain 
name and not yourdomain.com

    yourdomain.com -site:www.yourdomain.com -site:yourdomain.com
 
Using this format shows you pages that link to your site.

NOTE: A Google backlink check does not show all inbound links. Using the free software above will give 
you better results.

 
Yahoo:
 
    linkdomain:www.yourdomain.com -site:www.www.yourdomain.com.com 
-site:www.yourdomain.com.com 
 
Using this format will get you feedback on all links to ALL of the pages on your site, not just the main 
page.

MSN:
 
You can generally find all of the backlinks to your site by using the format below:
 
      linkdomain:yourdomain.com 

Of course how much time you have available and how much you want to devote to using this specific 
methods is up to you.
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Why are backlinks important?

Depending on who you listen to or what ebooks you read they are either completely useless or 
extremely important.
 
When search engines rank websites they tend to look at the number and quality of sites that link "back" 
to your site. You want links back to your site from as many relevant sites as possible.

Here's how to get backlinks.

There are really only 2 very good ways to go about getting backlinks to your site. 
 
You should set up a reciprocal links page on your site and go after quality sites, that are relevant to 
yours, and ask for reciprocal links. For more indepth details on this see my article on Reciprocal Linking 
Here
 
A good way to find sites that are relevant to yours and have a links page that you can add your linking 
information to is to go to the big SE's (Google, Yahoo, MSN, etc) with a list of keywords / phrases from 
other similar sites and type in the search box:
 
    'keyword + add url'. (So if your keyword is dogs the phrase would be:  'dogs + add url''
 
This will produce a list of sites, directories/ niche directories etc. that will have a 'submit a site' feature. 
The reason you want to use the above format is because search engines want links from well developed 
site(s), or links from sites that relevant to yours.

Second, you should, if at all possible, write or have written for you, articles that are relevant to your site 
that you can submit to ezines or article directories.Doing this produces an almost viral effect for your 
articles and backlinks to your site.

A third way and probably the most effective way is to create a content rich site that visitors, searchers 
and webmasters will find useful and want to freely link to and tell others about.  

Other ways to get backlinks to your site.
 
Probably one of the most well known, but under utilized methods, and one of the best ways to generate 
backlinks is through article writing and publishing. Why is that you ask?
 
Well no matter what your area of expertise is when you write an article, usually 500 to a 1,000 words, 
you as the author are entitled to be credited with the content. This is accomplished by adding a resource 
box at the end of the article. Of course the box is not really a box but consists of 1-5 well crafted 
sentences describing either yourself or your site and includes a link back to your site as well.
 
That's great you say but how does that generate backlinks for me?
 
Once you've written your article you will need to use several methods of getting it published online. The 2 
best that I've used are publishing them in other webmaster's ezines and uploading them to article 
directories. 
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By publishing your articles in this way you can usually count on other webmasters picking up the article 
and placing it on their website, thus generating an incoming link from their site to yours - voila, a 
backlink. And keep in mind this can happen 100's of times for an article.
 

So, what started out as a single article on your part has now taken on a life of its' own and generated 
more backlinks for you without any further effort on your part. You'll want to keep this momentum going 
for your site so it is extremely important that you write more articles to help create more backlinks, and 
eventually more traffic to your site.
 
....And

You can also use a linking service to generate more links to your site. Just be careful to use only the 
ones that don't link entire databases to your site or you're likely to get your site deindexed. Instead use 
those that allow you to select from a database of webmasters looking to link to other sites similar to 
yours. the only one that I've found that is both reliable and useful in establishing a viable linking 
campaign is Links  
 

Some other ways to get backlinks are to subscribe to sites that offer them either in an exchange format 
or for sale. Keep in mind that these seem like link farms and google has already published information 
that they don't like this kind of linking and will probably take steps to penalize sites for using it.
 

There is also good software available on line that can help you automate some of the processes for 
doing this. I would only caution you to make sure that what you buy does not violate the SE's guidelines 
for SEO.

So Now What?
 
You do want to benefit from all your hard work - right?
 

Well you won't benefit at all from a reciprocal linking campaign if the search engines can't find them. The 
question becomes how do you get the search engines to find them. 
 

The answer - you have to lead the SE's to them from a page or site that is already indexed. Consider 
adding a link from your home page to your links or resources page or whatever you may be calling it, 
that shows links to all the individual pages that link to you. 
 
Next...
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2.3 Search Engine Optimization

 
Search engine optimization involves a lot of detail work. In this section I'm going to only cover the basics 
of what you should probably be doing for your site to perform well in the the SE's.
 
In the first 2 parts of Section II I've covered content and linking. Those 2 areas give you a lot of working 
knowledge of what the search engines are looking for and you should aggressively apply yourself in 
maximizing each area for your website.
 
Search Engine Optimization is perhaps the best and most well known of the traffic generating methods - 
If not the hardest. Every website owner who has pages related to your market is competing for this 
traffic. It's going to take more patience and effort on webmasters part's to get your pages listed in the 
major search engines as well as keep them at the top.This will be especially true with Google now filing 
for a patent on the criteria they will be using to rank pages. 
 
To play the SE traffic game you need to optimize your webpages, provide relavant content and have 
good back links to sites that compliment yours.
 
If you have an existing site you should spend some time reviewing and optimizing those individual 
pages for the keywords and content that you have selected for it. That's the one basic task you can do to 
help improve your site in the eyes of the search engines. This includes making sure the keywords are 
placed throughout your meta tags, title, description, headlines, body and even in the alt tags of your 
graphics on your page.

Before we move on let me pass on some information that you may or may not be aware of. Google is 
the biggest and most used search engine on the planet. It got that way for a reason. The management of 
this now public company have studied and learned their lessons about marketing to people online. 
They've accomplished that by gathering and analyzing the information you supply them.

Google has also recently filed a new patent that indicates that Google is working on a way to constantly 
monitor all of your actions in order to build personalized search queries.

According to the patent specification, Google aims to monitor whatever you type in your word 
processor, the things you copy to your clipboard, the position of your mouse, the content of your emails, 
instant messenger messages and more.
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If Google gains access to Sun Microsystems free Open Office suite (which it surely will because Google 
and Sun microsystem announced a distribution partnership), it might be easier to do that. By gathering 
as much information about you as possible, Google can offer you personalized search results and - 
more important to Google - personalized ads.

What does this mean to you?

It seems that many of Google's recent "free" applications mainly serve the purpose of gathering more 
data about you for Google so that Google can monetize that information for targeted ads.

If you use many different Google services, you share a lot of information with Google. It's up to you to 
decide if you're willing to exchange private information for "free" software and services.

So with that in mind you may want to pay close attention to "how" you develop your site and "what" you 
optinmize it for. If you think you're optimizing for one thing and Google interprets it different you could get 
visitors to your site who are not interested in what you have to offer.

The article below explains search engine optimization basics and should give you a good overview of 
what you need to look at when you are optimizing your webpages.
 
 
How To Improve Your Search Engine Ranking

With search engines like Google currently indexing over 8 billion pages, it is becoming more and more 
difficult to get a top search engine ranking. Type in a popular search phrase such as "Internet 
Marketing" into Yahoo or Google and you will be returned over 8 million results! 

Unless your website is in the first two or three pages, it is unlikely that you will receive many visitors from 
search engines. 

So what should a webmaster do to give their website the best chance of ranking high in the search 
engines? 

All search engines work slightly differently and have ever changing algorithms for ranking web pages, 
but these tips can be applied when planning, developing or marketing a website to help you reach that 
top page of search engine results. 

(1) Choose your keywords carefully 

It's extremely important to set aside time to research your keywords. It's best to do this in the planning 
stages, before developing your website, but many of us start a website without knowing a thing about 
how the search engines work, so you may find yourself doing this weeks or months later. 

Try to choose phrases that are searched on frequently and if possible have a low number of competing 
websites. 
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To get an idea of the number of times a keyword is searched for per month, type a keyword into the box 
at 

http://inventory.overture.com/d/searchinventory/suggestion/ 

This will tell you how many times your keyword was searched on in the previous month (based on 
Overture's partner search engines) and give you a list of similar keywords. 

Another useful tool to help you choose your keywords is Word Tracker. This tool will help you choose 
your keywords and give you a "KEI" for each set of keywords based on the popularity of the keyword 
(number of searches) and the amount of competition. 

You can try this out for free on: 
http://www.homebiz-direct.com/wordtracker.html 

If you manage to pick your keywords in the planning stages you may even be lucky enough to find a 
domain name that contains your keywords. 

(2) Optimise your pages 

Once you have decided on your keywords you will need to optimise your pages for those keywords. 
Here are a few tips. 

- Ensure that the Title of your page contains your keywords. 

- Mention your keywords inside the meta tags. Most search engines no longer use meta tags, but some 
make use of them so it is still worthwhile using these. 

- Try to make sure that the first occurance of readable text on your page contains your keywords 

- Ensure that your keywords are mentioned in the initial paragraph of your page 

- Use your keywords throughout the text of your page - but be careful not to overdo this. Your page 
should still be readable by humans! 

- Use your keywords between the headline tags on your page ("H1" tags or H2/H3 if H1 is too big) 

- Occasionally bold or italicise your keywords 

- Make sure that links pointing back to each page on your site contain the keywords for each page 

- Give all your images an "ALT" tag and put your keywords in here too - again, don't overdo this 

- Try to put some of your keywords in your outbound links 
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(3) Start Linking 

One of the most important criteria in getting a good search engine ranking is the number of backlinks 
you have to your website from related websites. 

Type in your chosen keywords to Yahoo or Google and take note of the top 3 sites returned to you. 

Now go to http://tools.marketleap.com/publinkpop/ and put the URLs of the top three sites into the 
linking tool, along the URL of your own site. 

Have a look at the difference between your site and the top 3 sites and this will give you an idea of how 
many links you need in order to get a top search engine ranking for these keywords. 

The best ways to get links back to your site are: 

- By writing articles related to the subject of your website and getting them published on the internet 

- Reciprocal Linking with other related websites 

- Posting on newsgroups and forums that allow you to have a signature attached to your posting (with 
your uRL in it) 

- Submitting your site to directories. 

Try to make sure that the anchor text (clickable text) that links back to your site contains your keywords. 

(4) Add Content Regularly 

Another thing you may have noticed is that top ranking websites have lots of content. 

Regularly updating your website and adding fresh content will also help your site to rank more highly in 
the search engines. 

If you don't have time to create your own unique content there are plenty free articles available Just type 
"Free website content" into Google and you'll have your pick of the 18 million results that it returns to 
you! 

To improve your ranking, follow steps 1 and 2 above and repeat steps 3 and 4 regularly.

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1. Press Release:
 
One of the more direct methods to get your pages indexed quickly is to write a Press Release about 
your site or of a new product or service you're offering. After you've written and refined your press 
release you want to post it through PR Web which will help to accelerate the indexing of your web 
pages. This one press release will cause the search engine spiders to immediately come to spider your 
website.
 
Why PR Web?

You want to use PR Web simply because this website gets spidered several times a day because the 
SE's have recognized that it is a site that provides continually changing and updating content. Which is 
what they like. 
 
So in a nutshell you write a press release and include a link in it to the specific page you want the SE's 
to spider.Doing this should also end up with the spiders indexing several levels deep on your site.If your 
site is brand new the link in the Press Release should be to your main page on your site..

PRweb and other pr services will syndicate your site all over the internet. Which means that within hours 
of sending your press release, you will have hundreds of links pointing to your web page. 

The search engine spiders will spider all throughout your site and you will eventually find yourself in 
google in a matter of days.
 
2. Blogs:
 
Blogs are a great way to provide content to your visitors or subscribers to your ezines, etc. But you can 
also use them 
to bring the SE spiders to your site. Here's what to do:
 
- Create a blog at blogspot.com
- Add some content to it with a link back to your main site.
  It's important that you have a link on your blog page when
  you use the pings because spiders will generally follow a 
  link located on a page to see where it leads to.
- Ping the site using pingomatic.com

3. Google Toolbar Strategy:

Here is a simple but very effective tactic to get your web pages (or any web page you choose) listed in 
Google within just a few hours or less.Using this way is like putting in a direct call to Googles' spiders to 
come and index your site. You'll be amazed at how simple it is to use Googles' toolbar to get your pages 
listed.
 
1. Download and install the google toolbar. 

2. To get your  webpages Indexed into Google, enter the Index page
 (your main page) of your site in Google's search box on the toolbar.
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3. Next click the "Search Web" button and Google will begin searching for the 
URL.This action will instantly call the Google spiders to come search your web
 pages and immediately your site will get listed into Google.You're now indexed.

4. Google Sitemap Strategy:
 
A Google Sitemap is a simple and fast way for your site to be quickly and regularly indexed and 
updated by Google. 
 
You're going to give Google a reason to spider your site and get it indexed. A site map simply gives an 
outline of the files, pages, etc available on your site. It can be done manually but this method is done 
using a small utility program which is much easier than doing one manually. You're going to create a list 
of all the files that you want spidered to Google. Here's how:
 
Ensure your web site is in a pretty good shape before you submit a sitemap. What do I mean by "pretty 
good shape?" For one thing don't have any files  or pages on your site that have been created by 
methods or software used to trick the search engines. It's not 100% for certain that google will recognize 
this but I'm pretty sure that the reason google has developed this aspect is 2 fold. One being to help 
legitimate webmasters with indexing pages for content and tw, and this is my personal opinion, making 
it a little easier to nab search engine cheaters.
 
There are several free scripts available to help you with this including one from, who else, Google. There 
are also several Free online web based sites that will generate a site map for you for.

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Follow these steps to get your Sitemaps' file made and working for you.

1. Type your domain name or the url of your links page into the form. 
2. Choose what markup you want included in your file by ticking the check box next to them. 
3. Choose the values you want for those tags. 
4. PRESS MAKE MY FILE! 
5. Copy and paste the entire contents of the results form field into a new txt document on your computer. 
6. Save this document to your computer as 'sitemap.xml'. 
7. Upload the 'sitemap.xml file to your servers root folder (where your index.htm page is located). 
8. Find the url of your uploaded xml file by typing eg 'http://www.yourwebsiteurl.com/sitemapspal.xml' into 
your browser. You should see a list of urls and no error messages. 
9. Cut and paste the url, in your browser, into your Google Sitmaps Account 
10. When you modify a page then login to your sitemap account and click the resubmit button.

PortalApp Generator 
Will examine up to 300 urls, and follow each url 3 levels deep 
 
XML Sitemap Generator - Free online

Pingoat Sitemap Creator
Pingoat sitemap creator generates google sitemaps of your website on the fly. 
 
Gsitecrawler - Free desktop XML sitemap generator

 
5. Using Linking associations to get indexed:

This involves a little more work than some of the methods listed 
above but is still an effective way to get listed. This technique 
requires you to use the Google toolbar to determine the page rank 
of relevant sites you find. Once your page(s) are set up you want to:
 
- Select  the main keyword associated with your site
- Search google for this keyword to find other sites
- Browse results looking for websites with PR 5 or higher that
  also have a links page.
- Search for the site owners contact information
- Send email requesting a link
- If you're able to get link a link from a PR 5 site it can get your site 
  spidered listed in 3-4 days. If you're lucky enough to get a link to a
  site with a PR 6 you may well be able to get indexed in 24-36 hours.
